
e. Applicants are invited and encouraged to submit 
documentation in support of any personal 
accomplishments, extracurricular activities, or community 
service performed during the past two years. 

f. Applicants are invited and encouraged to submit a 
head and shoulder photograph to be published in the CWO 
News if a scholarship grant should be awarded. The 
photograph will not be used by the Scholarship committee 
in consideration of awarding grants. 

SECTION VI - Presentation of Grants 
Whenever possible, grants will be presented by an area or 
district chapter of the CWOA located in the vicinity of the 
student involved. Appropriate ceremonies should be 
scheduled by the chapter and presentation should be made 
by the chapter president or at the chapter president's 
discretion, any Association member in the area.
