Barge Repair Committee has not yet been appointed.

CWO Steve Norquist advised that the XO of Coast Guard Headquarters indicated that it might be
possible to haul out Association office and work on it at the end of 2" Street SW (at the end of
the street by Coast Guard Headquarters and about 20 feet from the slip where Association office
is moored).

The President indicated that he would like to obtain information from the chapters on the amount
they donate to charities and the hours their members volunteer towards charities. He would like
the reports by August 1, 2008 and would report that information to Coast Guard leadership. He
will send a request for the information to the chapters.

Old Business: CWO J. T. Green asked if a letter had been sent to CWO Dana Lewis
commending him for his book on Enlisted Ratings and CWO Specialty Devices as suggested by
CWO Bill Reetz, Ret. during the Annual Meeting. The President responded that no letter had
been sent.

CWO I. T. Green asked if there was any plan to suggest active duty CWOs apply for service on
selection boards as suggested by CWO Bill Mattoon, Ret. during the Annual Meeting. The
President responded that he would contact Coast Guard Personnel Command and determine the
adequacy of the pool of CWOs who have applied to serve on selection boards before taking any
further action.

New Business: CWO J. T. Green suggested that 5-10 copies of the recently printed Bylaws be
sent to each chapter.

Good of the Order: The President advised that his retirement from the Coast Guard was
effective on 1 August 2008. That being the case, his last day as President would be July 31,
2008 and the Vice President would automatically move up to President on 1 August 2008. This
would create a vacancy in the office of Vice President that will need to be filled. A special
meeting for the sole purpose of electing an active duty CWO from the Washington,
D.C./Baltimore, MD. area will be held on Tuesday, August 5, 2008. An e-mail solicitation for
candidates for VP will be made. A notice of the special meeting will be mailed to all
Association members in the Washington, D.C./Baltimore, MD area.
